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The objective of this study is to compare the achievement and the methodology of English language teaching in

primary education bin Japan and Korea, based on the CEFR-J framework. Firstly, the latest version of national cur-

ricula of English language teaching in both countries will be compared. Secondly, the relationships between CEFR and

CEFR-J, and in particular, how CEFR-J has developed will be explained and the contents of the national curriculum

of Japan and Korea will be compared with those of CEFR and CEFR-J. Thirdly, some of the teaching materials for

listening which are used in the textbooks of elementary schools in both countries will be presented with the descrip-

tors of CEFR and the national curriculum achievement standards. These comparisons show that A2 level of CEFR is

equivalent with the content of second or third grades of junior high school in Japan, while it is equivalent with the sixth

grade of elementary school in Korea.
